Or do you prevent them accessing a
part of the world which is now a daily part of young adolescence.

My message is simple: you are not supposed to be your child’s

friend.

We are all aware of our own scrolling habits and the challenge of
putting down the phone to be present. The solution therefore
cannot be simply to rely on politicians or platforms to keep our
children safe - parents must play their role with communication,
much more of it, not just confiscation.

Talk early - and talk often. Meet your child with patience,
compassion for them navigating this new and rapidly developing
world."
